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	When an IEP team, is considering an additional goal area, eligibility does not need to be reestablished when the student is already receiving special education services.
Data relating to the new area of concern needs to be considered by the IEP team prior to adding a new goal area.  These data should include progress in the Iowa Core Curriculum, discrepancy between the student and grade level peers, and what strategies have been used to assist the student in the area of concern. 
	Data can be collected through various processes such as (but not limited to); intensive plan, supplemental plan, curriculum based measurements, progress monitoring, classroom and school data, universal screening procedures etc… 
The data to document adding a goal must include multiple sources of data in the areas of discrepancy, progress and need.  
	Goal Area:  A content area such as Math, Reading, Written Language, Social Skills, Adaptive skills etc.
Goals can include more than one area of focus in a content area.

Adding a Goal Area
	A General Education Intervention process that includes supplemental or intensive plans is NOT required.  However, this process should be considered whenever the needs of an eligible individual might reasonably be addressed in general education. Eliminate this sentence. 
Data/documentation must be available to clearly define the need area and supports needed.  The data should be documented on a Written Notice of Proposed Action and also described specifically on the new goal page.

Possible sources could include

Standardized assessments:
